Instructions to Referees

Explanation:  Starting Fall 2011, KIDSPORTS will be running regional OYSA competitive leagues.  These leagues will be our U12 and U14 Boys and Girls “Gold” Division.  The nature of the games will not instantly be different from our “Emerald” games of the past.  However, we are working to run our league in a manner consistent with OYSA.

Referees:  Referees for all local Gold games will be USSF certified.  All U12 and U14 Gold games will have 3 man crews.  If 3 are not available, then it will be a solo.  Referees will continue to be assigned thru the LCSRA.

Jamboree:   Since we have not placed teams into leagues yet, there will be no changes at the jamboree.  Also, all games in our U12 and U14 Silver and Bronze leagues will be done by solo referees, and do not require USSF certification.

Procedures:  Gold Teams will be required to produce rosters and player cards at each game.  This will be our first year of using this procedure.  While we are hoping for 100% compliance, we will work with coaches and teams this 1st year.

No Official Roster:  If a team (or both) show up with no roster, then require them to provide you a hand-written list of all of their kids at the game.  In some cases, the opposing coach’s roster (if he prints out a game roster) may have both teams’ rosters.  This could be used to check players in.  Failure to have a team roster should be mentioned in the Notes at the end of your game report.  We at KIDSPORTS will contact coaches and start to make corrections.
Have a Roster – Player not Listed:  If there is an official roster, only players on that roster are to play. 

Coaches:  Only adults listed on the roster should be in the team area.  If a parent has to step up and coach (coach is absent or receives a red card) you will allow it, but make a Note in your game report. 

No Player Cards (Improper Cards):  Refs will use normal USSF pre-game procedures.  If a player is on the roster, but does not have a card, make a note in the game report.  Ask the coach if the player had received a red card.  If he has not, then allow the player to play.  If the team has no cards, on the roster, make a note in the game report.  The game will still be played.
Cautions:  Make reports in your game report.  If you did not have a roster (see above) make sure you get accurate information.

Ejections:  As per the game report instructions, please call John Hoffman right away.  After the game, return the card of the player or coach with the other cards.  Make sure you have accurate information on who was ejected.  If the coach asks (and they should already know) anyone receiving a red card has AT LEAST a one game suspension immediately.  If they have questions, have them call Hal Williams (541-556-9018).

Forfeits (lack of cards or rosters):  Failure of coaches or teams to comply with proper procedure will NOT be a forfeit.  KIDSPORTS will work on insuring compliance and soon we should have everyone on board.  By our season-ending tournament, we may have different instructions for the officials.

The KIDSPORTS coaches are volunteers, and most have not dealt with this level of formality before.  Please have patience and work with them.  Please file timely game reports.  KIDSPORTS will work hard to push coaches into compliance.  

KIDSPORTS thanks all of the referees for working with us with these exciting changes.  One of the exciting benefits of this is that there will be an OYSA statewide “Champions League” tournament featuring KIDSPORTS teams, Keizer teams, OYSA Metro teams, and Southern Oregon teams on Nov. 12 and 13 in EUGENE!
